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Comprehension
	Explain what the general attitude of the man is in the following line:  

        (And wait to watch the water clear, I may). Line 3
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Application
	Using the poem “The Pasture” as a reference, list at least two (2) activities that you like to take part in that you like to include other people in.
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Analysis
	Determine how the lines, “I sha’n’t be gone long. – You come too,” (lines 4 and 8), relate to the title, “The Pasture,” and to the two activities the man in the poem is performing.  Why might the author want or need a companion during these activities?
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Synthesis
	Hypothesize why the man in the poem needs to be in “The Pasture” so often.  What type of job do you think he has?  How might his job relate to his life in general?
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Evaluation

	Explain what the poem “The Pasture” is about in 20 words or less.
